TAKE IT EASY
How to prepare for a portrait sitting

• The main thing is to be well rested, especially for youngsters. Let them 
 have a nap beforehand and make sure they are fed and watered in advance. 
 We want them to play and smile during the shoot; we don’t want them to 
 get snappy – that’s our job! (Baboomtish!)
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• Wear neutral items e.g. don’t match spots and stripes, loud patterns, or  
 clothes with obvious wording or logos
• In groups, colour coordinate your outfits so you all wear white shirts and  
 blue jeans, or all black-and-white, or all black shirts and black jeans
• We’re great with kids of all ages, but it helps if you bring your own props,  
 especially for teenagers, as this can stop them feeling so self-conscious.  
 Ideas might include skateboards or kites for boys, fashion accessories for  
 girls (favourite shoes, handbags, scarves or sunglasses)
• For small children, you could bring their favourite dressing-up clothes, such  
 as princess outfits for girls, or a pirate costume (or other themed outfit) for  
 boys
• For very little ones, bring whatever favourite toy makes them feel most  
 comfortable
• Photographic lighting is quite bright, so women should wear more make-up  
 than they usually do during the day, but not as much as they might at night.  
 We keep plenty of translucent powder in case of shine under the lights, but  
 we recommend you bring your own make-up with you for touching-up during  
 the sitting.
